CSCA Ends Policies 

School counselors are practitioners at the highest level. 

1. School counselors are knowledgeable and educated about the role of professional school counselors and the ASCA National Model: A Framework for School Counseling at a comprehensive and effective level (priority one). 
a. School counselors are knowledgeable of ethical practice and standard. 
b. School counselors are leaders in all educational settings. 
c. School counselors are culturally competent, understand diversity, and promote equity
d. Practitioners and counselor educators provide results that inform and promote best-practices in school counseling. 

2. School counselors are valued members of the educational community at the same level as other educational professionals (priority two). 
a. Through continued professional development, school counselors conduct themselves with the highest level of professionalism. 
b. School counselors validate their practice using data.
c. Legislators and policy makers value school counselors at the same level as other professionals with advanced degrees.  

3. School counselor leaders are visionaries for the school counseling profession (priority three). 
a. Encourage cooperation and collaboration among school counselors and with associations, agencies, and community partnerships 
b. Represent the needs of school counselor practitioners 
c. To speak with one voice for the benefit of the profession of school counselors.
